The oval shaped melon weighs between 2 

and 4 pounds with a thin rind surrounding 

sweet, aromatic, white, juicy flesh. Another 

advantage is the earliness.  As a Christmas 

melon, ôLambkinõ can be stored longer 

than other melons.
